Rotarians will then be making the "okay" sign that the job 

has been completed. Eva urged Rotary and all Rotarians on behalf of 

the children of the world not to give up on the eradication of polio.ò 

  

Noel has sent this public message  óEva if you were invited to Australia 

in 2018 for the Zone 8 Institute which is on the first weekend of  

September would you be available?

Flag Pole Memorial  

Graham reports that seeing the recent renovation of the Seafront  
Clocktower with its resplendent flags poles brings back the fond memory 
of how they were  created for the Town.  Back in 1995 Rotarian Bernard 
Greenaway, then Chairman of the RAFA Club, wanted to commemorate the 
50th Anniversary of VE Day in Exmouth by erecting eight flag poles around the 
Town's Clocktower.  After very detailed presentation to the relevant Councils 
he received permission and fund raising commenced by joining together the 
Towns Service Clubs which included our club.  

The Rotary Club came up with an event which would raise funds 'Last Night of 
the Proms' Concert, based on the BBC Albert Hall Proms night.  The Concert 
was subsequently held at Exmouth Pavilion to celebrate the VE Day, with  
Exmouth Town Concert Band and Exmouth Amateur Operatic Society playing 
to a full house.  It was then decided to hold two other Proms Concert for VJ in 
September and at Christmas.  Ã6,000 from those Concerts was presented to  
Bernardôs VE Committee being largely the cost of the flag poles and original 
flags.  
 
Since that time until 2014, Bernard and his team maintained the flags and 
poles with great dedication and annual funding from successive Proms  
Concerts held by the Rotary Club.  In 2014 Bernard resigned after 20 years 
due to ill health and the Town Council took over the funding.  Fortunately Jeff 
Trail enthusiastically took over the maintaining and erecting of the flags not 
only at the Clocktower but also other flag poles in the Town.   
 
So, due to Bernard's dream and initiative back in 1995 the 'Last Night of the 
Proms' Concerts have continued at Exmouth Pavilion and Exeter Cathedral 
with Rotary raising over Ã70,000 for local, National and International  
Charities.  And so they continue with the 28th at Exmouth Pavilion this  
September.  A wonderful dream and a fantastic history of achievement which 
has benefitted many.  A painting of the flags and Clocktower given to  
Bernard by a close RAFA friend still hangs proudly in Bernardôs Rest Home 
room with many great memories.

We 
heard from Canine Partners, Goalball 
and Young Carers ï all very worthwhile 
causes.   

Our guest speaker was John McCarthy, 
CBE who recounted tales of his 1493 
days in captivity.  He was on his way to 
the airport for the flight home from  
Lebanon when he was kidnapped and 

subsequently held for all this time.  He met up with Brian Keenan 
early in his captivity and humour sustained them throughout 
much of their time together.  In all, he was moved 14 times, never 
knowing who was holding him or why he had been taken.  We 
could have listened to him for a lot longer. 

The Speakers and Social programme created an enjoyable  
conference - Bournemouth next anyone? 

Back in Exmouth we enjoyed a talk from Christine Chapman, a 
retired nurse who went on to become the first Dean of Nursing at 
Cardiff University at our regular club meeting.  Taking us back 
through her career and using her experiences, she shared her 
lifeôs lessons with us.  At the age of 90 she had plenty to share!
